Watching videos with captions in your preferred language
The excellent YouTube facilities allow you to see captions either in the original language or translated to your own
language.

To see captions in the language of the video
After you have clicked the link, and the video is displayed on the screen in YouTube, click YouTube’s settings

icon I:I

Click the > arrow. Then choose Subtitles from the menu option and choose the language that is shown (the
original language of the presentation). Once the video starts, you will see captions.

To see captions translated to another language

Click the settings icon in YouTube o

Click the > arrow. Then choose Subtitles from the menu option and choose the language that is shown (the
original language of the presentation).

Now go back to the Subtitles menu, and you will see another option, Auto-translate.

Click Auto-translate. Then choose a language.

Watching live Zoom presentations with captions in your preferred language
You can do this via the excellent Zoom facilities. Here is how.

You must be using the Zoom application, not the version that runs in a web-browser window. (Most people
are using the Zoom application.)

Click the button that has three small dots, labelled as “More”. Then choose Captions.
